The Long Way Around 

I want to make a suggestion to enhance your  
experience of reading through your Bible this 
year - as you read the text, stop after you read a 
section and summarize what you just read. If 
possible, summarize it into a single statement 
and write it down (in the margins of your Bible 
or if you prefer, a notebook). Practice writing it 
in the form of a “life principle.” 

 Here is an example: Exodus 13: 17-18 

“When Pharaoh let the people go, God 
did not lead them on the road 
through the Philistine country, 
though that was shorter. For God 
said, ‘If they face war, they might 
change their minds and return to 
Egypt.’ So God led the people around 
by the desert road toward the Red 
Sea . . . “ 

Here’s the life principle I see in this text (written 
in the margin of my Bible) – “Sometimes God 
leads us on ‘the long way around’ to avoid  
circumstances we cannot handle.” 

Now that I think about it, I think I’ll write it on a 
sticky note and put it where I’ll see it every day. 

May the Lord bless your life with peace and hope 
and endurance as you read through your Bible 
this year.
