It is a fact that God
somehow does not need a favorable opinion poll; sometimes what he
needs is just one good man. One who will stand up for the truth no matter
how his enemies smirk at him. It is a tough situation to be in; sometimes
the world sees just how tough the gentle, meek Christian is. I took the
time to look up MEEK, on Wikipedia the Greek derivative states, “War
horse that is bridled and ready for battle!”

But for many, the choice is simply lifestyle. Willie Nelson sang of cowboys
this way:

“Mamas, don’t let your babies grow up to be cowboys.
Don’tlet ‘em pick guitars and drive them old trucks;

They're never at home and they’re always alone—
