If 
you don’t have the calendar of events for you children, please 
contact Aaron or Janna and they would gladly make sure you 
get it. I understand there are vacations, family reunions, and 
trips to see grandparents during the summer and your children 
can’t be at all the activities.

Adults, with all these activities there are numerous 
opportunities for you to volunteer to help and be involved in 
the lives of our young people. At Woodland Oaks we have 284 
kids from 0-12th grade. That’s almost 3 times the size of the 
average Church of Christ congregation in the United States. The 
LORD has blessed us abundantly with a wonderful group of 
kids. “Train up a child in the way he should go; even when he is 
old he will not depart from it” (Prov. 22:6).
